Talking with Parents about Play and Learning Parents rarely question the role of play in their infants’ and toddlers’ learning. But as young
children enter preschool, a shift takes place. Parents seem to start doubting the learning aspects of play. They look instead to
“academics”—direct instruction, workbooks, and children sitting still in the classroom. We can help families understand why play is critical
for preschoolers’ learning and development—and how play sets children up for future school success. We also need to let families know
that teachers intentionally design play activities with specific learning goals in mind. Daily opportunities for children to learn through play
are engaging, essential, and meaningful! When you describe play and learning, help families understand unfamiliar words and terms. Try
to avoid complicated vocabulary.

FAMILY ENGAGEMENT

A Handy Tool Game:

Why this is important: As we grow, our need for tools increases. Early and
varied opportunities to use tools help your child think creatively about
objects and problem solving. Keeping useful household objects readily
available for your child encourages independence.

What you do: Encourage your child to use everyday objects, such as paper
cups, as tools that help him complete tasks independently. « Make the items
easily available to him so that he can think of various ways to use them. For
example, he can use a paper cup as a bowl for his dolls, a scoop in the
sandbox, a watering can for his potted plant, or a temporary home for a
snail he finds. « Offer positive feedback for his ideas: Using the cup to hold
the snail is a good idea! « Try not to intervene when he uses an item
incorrectly unless it is unsafe. Another idea: Spend a few days observing
your own behavior. Notice tasks that you do for your child that he can begin
to do for himself if the tools are handy. Allow him to use more tools such as
tape, boxes, safe scissors, a small wheelbarrow, a small step stool,
washable markers, or a bucket. Don’t restrict him from using them in new
ways unless his actions are unsafe. Put some paper cups or other useful
things in a handy place that your child can reach and invite him to use these
items for tools in various ways. You can encourage your child’s
independence by making helpful objects available to him.

Un practico juego de herramientas:

Por qué esto es importante: A medida que crecemos, nuestra necesidad
de herramientas aumenta. Las primeras y variadas oportunidades de usar
herramientas ayudan a su hijo a pensar creativamente en los objetos y la
resolucién de problemas. Mantener los objetos domésticos Utiles
disponibles para su hijo fomenta la independencia.

Lo que usted hace: Anime a su hijo a usar objetos cotidianos, como tazas
de papel, como herramientas que le ayuden a completar tareas de manera
independiente. « Haga que los articulos estén facilmente a su disposicion
para que pueda pensar en varias maneras de usarlos. Por ejemplo, puede
usar una taza de papel como tazén para sus mufiecas, una cuchara en la
caja de arena, una lata de riego para su planta en maceta, o un hogar
temporal para un caracol que encuentra. « Ofrecer retroalimentacion
positiva para sus ideas: jUsar la taza para sostener el caracol es una buena
idea! « Trate de no intervenir cuando utilice un articulo incorrectamente a
Menos que no sea seguro.

Otraidea: Pasar unos dias observando su propio comportamiento.
Observe las tareas que usted hace por su hijo que puede comenzar a hacer
por si mismo si las herramientas son Utiles. Permitale usar mas
herramientas como cintas, cajas, tijeras seguras, una carretilla pequefia, un
taburete pequefio, marcadores lavables o un cubo. No le impertiste usarlos
de nuevas maneras a menos que sus acciones sean inseguras. Coloque
algunas tazas de papel u otras cosas Utiles en un lugar practico al que su
hijo pueda llegar e invitelo a usar estos articulos para herramientas de
varias maneras. Usted puede alentar la independencia de su hijo poniendo
objetos dtiles a su disposicion.
