Creative Ideas to Help Your Child Learn New Words
1. One of the best things you can do is talk with your child --talk about their day, what you are doing
together e.qg., talk while making breakfast, folding clothes, or where you are going.
2. Have conversations during story reading.
Ask your child questions about the story and illustrations
Help your child use the illustrations to make predictions about what will happen next
Explain the meaning of unfamiliar or interesting words
Draw connections to your family life, community, or experiences
3. Visit the library.
4. Sing songs and teach your child nursery rhymes.
5. Make art projects that connect with the stories you read.
6. Reading children's books about a wide variety of topics--especially things that fascinate your child,
this will help set good reading habits and foster a love of reading, contributing to later school success.

We hope you enjoyed your holiday! We are happy to be back at school and look forward to new
exciting lessons we have coming up this month.

As we return from winter break we will review and re-establish our rules and routines in the
classroom through Woodward's ESE teaching staff and the use of Creative Curriculum. We will be
completing our Big Day for Pre K theme "Awesome Animals” as the children learn about all kinds of
animals, animal homes, creepy-crawly insects and how animals grow and change. We will read stories
and learn about the many different land and sea animals from around the world. We will learn about
different animal habitats and how they adapt to weather changes. The children will explore the
differences between wild and domestic animals.
